A continuing resolution (CR) carries over the current fiscal year’s funding

Happens when Congress cannot meet the September 30" deadline; avoids
government shutdown

Recent CRs:

« Sept. 30 - Dec. 3, 2021

« Dec. 3, 2021 - Feb. 18, 2022
 Feb. 18 -Mar. 11

CR every year since 1998

« 1997 was the last time all appropriations passed on fime
